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As a part of Income Restoration Program (IRP)
activities, the basic tailoring training was provided
for those Zone B Project Affected Persons (PAPS)
who want to learn sewing and start the home
business to earn the income for their livelihoods.
The training was started on 1% April 2019 and will
end up on 4™ May 2019 at Myaing Thar Yar
kindergarten, Nyaung Wine Village Tract, instructed
by the professional trainer from Domestic
Vocational Training School under the Ministry of
Social Welfare Relief and Resettlement. Total 15
participants are attending the training.
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Vulnerable People Program for April was
provided at Zone B relocation site on
25" April 2019
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As a part of income restoration program activities,
Vulnerable People Program was provided on 25"
April 2019 at Zone B relocation site. The purpose
of the provision is to provide monthly basic
foodstuffs (rice and oil) for 51 family members
from 22 households who were eligible as
vulnerable families in accordance with the VPP
criteria. This provision can be helped to reduce the
expenses for the basic foodstuffs in their daily life.
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
